Working as a Freelance Bigfoot Music Facilitator

Schools may require their Bigfoot Music Facilitator to deliver the Music National Curriculum (using the Bigfoot Music Programme as a guide) or they may simply require them to deliver creative sessions in the Facilitator’s chosen instrument purely with the aim for the children to have a fun and creative experience. 

The Bigfoot Music Programme has been designed to cover all areas of the National Curriculum for music, but, in a fun and creative way.  There is a strong emphasis on drama and story-telling throughout the programme so the successful applicants should be happy working within both disciplines.
Bigfoot Music Facilitators will be required to:
· Plan fun and imaginative lessons for a class of 30 students in line with the national curriculum using Bigfoot’s Music Programme as a guide. 
· Plan fun and imaginative lessons for a class of 30 students based around creativity and performance skills
· Employ strong behavior management techniques with children of all ages
· Be prepared to manage a classroom of children by themselves
· Arrive at their place of work at least thirty minutes before the school day is due to start – this would normally mean 8.15am – 8.30am

· Establish and maintain good relationships with school contacts e.g. class teachers and head teachers with regards to planning sessions and meeting objectives 
· Keep on top of paperwork and admin e.g. invoices and timesheets
